NEUAL Constitution (Issue 2 Draft A)

 1. Name

(a) The organisation will be called the “North of England Universities Archery League” or “NEUAL”

 2. Aims and Objectives

(a) The Aims and objectives of NEUAL will be:

 i. to further the sport of archery in universities in the north of England

 ii. to offer competition for student archers in the north of England

 3. Membership

(a) The membership shall consist of the officers and members of NEUAL, and be known as

 i. Officer Members

 ii. Club Members

(b) Membership of NEUAL shall be open to all student archery clubs in the north of England providing:

 i. they are affiliated to their university's student / sports union

 ii. they are affiliated to ArcheryGB and their county and regional Associations

(c) NEUAL Club Membership shall be bestowed on a club by two thirds majority vote at a Captain's Meeting

(d) A club shall cease to be a member of NEUAL upon:

 i. resigning their membership

 ii. ceasing to meet the requirements stated in 3 (b)

 iii. a two thirds majority vote at a captain's meeting following a disciplinary hearing

 4. Officers of NEUAL

(a) The officers of NEUAL will be:

 i. President

 ii. Organiser

 iii. Secretary

 iv. Club Liaison

(b) The four officers shall be four distinct persons.

(c) Officers shall be elected annually at the Outdoors captain's meeting.

(d) Officers need not be university affiliated.

 5. Committee

(a) NEUAL will be managed through the Committee consisting of the Officers of NEUAL

(b) The Committee shall meet at least 3 times per year either in person or via other communications methods

(c) The quorum required for business to be agreed at committee meetings will be 3 members of the committee.

(d) The Committee will have powers to appoint sub-committees as necessary, and appoint advisers to the Committee as necessary to fulfil its business.

(e) The Committee will be responsible for disciplinary hearings of members who infringe NEUAL Competition Rules or this constitution.  The Committee will be responsible for taking any action of suspension or discipline following such hearings.

 6. Finance

(a) All NEUAL monies will be banked in an account held in the name of NEUAL

(b) The Organiser will be responsible for the finances of NEUAL

(c) The financial year of NEUAL will end on 31st August

(d) A statement of annual accounts will be presented by the Organiser at the Novice Championships Captain's Meeting

 7. Captain's Meetings

(a) The League shall hold 3 Captain's meetings per year alongside the 3 main Championships.

(b) Notice of meetings shall be included in the entry form for each Championship

(c) Elections of Officers will take place at the Outdoor Championships Captain's Meeting

(d) All Officers and one representative from each Club Member of NEUAL will have the right to vote at a Captain's Meeting

(e) The quorum for Captain's Meetings will be 50% of the Officers and 50% of the Club Members

(f) Extra Captain's Meetings shall be called as required by the Committee, or at the request of at least 50% of the Club Members

 8. Competitions

(a) The League will organise the following competitions each year:

 i. a League Competition to take place November to March each year

 ii. a Novice Championship to take place in December each year

 iii. an Indoor Championship to take place in February or March each year

 iv. an Outdoor Championship to take place in May each year

 v. any other competition the Committee decide to offer

(b) The league competition will be open to Club Members of NEUAL

(c) The championships will be open to all eligible student archers in the North of England provided they are members of ArcheryGB

 9. Discipline and Appeals

(a) All complaints regarding the behaviour of Members or Officers of NEUAL shall be submitted in writing to the Secretary and President.

(b) The Committee shall meet to discuss complaints within 21 days of a complaint being lodged.

(c) The Committee has the power to take appropriate disciplinary action including recommending the termination of membership of NEUAL, or exclusion from NEUAL competitions

(d) There will be a right of appeal to the next Captain's Meeting following disciplinary action being announced 

 10. Dissolution

(a) A resolution to dissolve NEUAL can only be passed at a Captain's Meeting through a two thirds majority vote of the Officers and Club Members of NEUAL

(b) In the event of dissolution, any assets of NEUAL that remain will become the property of another organisation with similar objectives to those of NEUAL

 i. This is to be selected by the Captain's Meeting that dissolves NEUAL

 11. Amendments to the Constitution

(a) The Constitution will only be changed through agreement by two-thirds majority vote at a Captain's Meeting.

 12. Declaration

(a) NEUAL hereby adopts and accepts this constitution as a current operating guide regulating the actions of Officers and Club Members.
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
